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Abstract

Emergence of the sense of place and recognition of its essential levels in the urban public space is a
category that is the most important urban experts among social gatherings and actions, as well as physical
elements and cognitive factors related to it. Place is an interpretation from a certain point of view, which
includes a mental concept and is opposed to the abstract concept of space. Despite its appearance in the
system of physical factors, the occurrence of this feeling can be read and perceived mostly in social
concepts arising from the events that occurred there, and further, it has caused the acquisition of meaning
from the place, which itself is the basis of attachment to the place. Accordingly, according to components
such as identity and memorability, sensory perception is an effective factor in achieving the nature of
concepts in the field of place.Meanwhile, the examination of the state of the country's historical structures
and the developments that have taken place during the last few decades show that in our land, the concept
of the modern city and our perception of its architectural quality are completely with the meaning and
concept of the city. It has been different in the past (Vahdatiasl, 2002: 4). However, these transformations
have been transverse rather than substantive and have occurred not due to internal factors but due to
changes in external elements (Yarahmadi, 2011: 31). Therefore, the importance of the issue should be
sought in the crisis facing the modern man in the field of interventions that lack a pattern based on
identity and the background of the place.

an identity-oriented approach And without relying on the historical and functional background, it has
faded; And the field of disturbance in its environmental norms has emerged. In such a way that the spatial
coherence of the bazaars within the boundaries and parts of the bazaar, so as to maintain its dignity, is not
perceptible, and it has caused what the current elements present with their historical properties to be
compared with what The citizen wants to be in conflict in his fields of memories and identity. Among
these interventions, we can mention contemporary street constructions, changing the functional pattern of
the described space and adjacent rows, and anomalies in furniture and urban facades in the mentioned
area; pointed out.

And it often evokes the meaningful levels of the sense of place in the
bazaars parallel to the integrated and continuous texture on both sides of it. However, despite the
closeness of the opinions, the interruption of the texture by the contemporary streetcars in the first
sequence has an impact on the amount of receiving a sense of place and attachment to it compared to the
other two sequences and is worthy of reflection. Based on this, in the first and third sequence of the
defined axis, the background and historical context, the variety of activities and physical continuity in
historical forms play an important role in social interactions and interactions, and during it, place
attachment in terms of place. However, in the third sequence, due to the physical disconnection of the
street from the historical fabric of the bazaar, the degree of attachment to the place can be seen in a bold
manner according to the field observations compared to the first sequence.

Conclusions

The manifestation of the sense of place and the composed levels and its effects are among the things that
are very important in urban planning to create a meaningful character in connection with urban
development.

The findings show that the hypothesis "certain physical elements alone do not improve the sense of place"
was significantly distinguished by the interviewees. As a part of the cultural norms and symbols with
historical value, while setting a pattern in the visual perceptions of the people in relation to the desired
place, it evokes memory strings (memorability) in the images leading to the minds of the citizens. Also,
the results show that in the specified sequences of space-making and historical rusting, from the
dimension of the multiplicity of current events and the distribution of uses in accordance with its
historical context, while making the place memorable, it promotes vitality and social actions in everyday
interactions.
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
